
 

True Health Care Reform 
 

The U.S. Senate and House of Representatives are 

working-out the details of the newly-passed Health 

Care Reform legislation, and the LCMS has issued 

a preliminary report on that legislation (which is 

printed on page 5 of this newsletter).  
 

However, thereôs still much that needs to be said 

about true health care reform, and we get good 

guidance from Godôs gracious Word. 
 

Consider the inspired words of David in Psalm 103: 

ñBless the LORD, O my soul, and all that is within 

me, bless his holy name!  Bless the LORD, O my 

soul, and forget not all his benefits, who 

forgives all your iniquity, who heals all 

your diseases, who redeems your life from 

the pit, who crowns you with steadfast love 

and mercy, who satisfies you with good so 

that your youth is renewed like the 

eagleôs.ò 
 

Nowhere in even the ambitious Federal 

health care reform proposal is there talk 

about ñallò our diseases being healed, and our 

ñyouth being renewed like the eagleôs.ò 
 

But, it isnôt just David who is incredibly optimistic 

about Godôs health care reform.  The prophet 

Jeremiah wrote the following words of God, ñóFor I 

will restore health to you, and your wounds I will 

heal,ô declares the LORDò (Jer. 30:17).  Not even 

Nancy Pelosi was so enthusiastic about the subject 

of health care reform! 
 

However, the big concern about the Federal health 

care reform proposal is the enormous cost.  Godôs 

health care reform proposal promises complete 

healing and health.  So, how much is that going to 

cost? 
 

Again, itôs a much better deal than the Federal 

health proposal because it doesnôt cost us anything.  

But, that doesnôt mean that itôs without cost.  Noð

the cost is very great indeed.  Our perfect healing 

and life comes at the cost of the suffering and death 

of Godôs Son, Jesus Christ. 
 

We face health problems, and even death, because 

of the sin which we inherited from our first parents, 

and by our own sins.  Thatôs why David wrote in 

Psalm 38, ñThere is no soundness in my flesh 

because of the LORDôS indignation; there is no 

health in my bones because of my sin.ò  We will 

have eternal health because Jesus earned 

forgiveness of all our sins by taking them all to the 

cross and paying for them completely there.  Thus, 

the Lord is no longer indignant with us, 

but loves us as His children. 
 

And, at Easter, we celebrate the 

resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 

which is the assurance that we too will rise 

from death with glorifiedðperfectly 

healthyðbodies. 
 

But, what about our health problems 

between now and our resurrection?  Is 

earthly hope and help to be found only in Nancy 

Pelosi and Harry Reid?  No, again, we find even 

better help in Godôs Word.  Solomon wrote, ñTrust 

in the LORD with all your heart, and do not lean on 

your own understanding.  In all your ways 

acknowledge him, and he will make straight your 

paths.  Be not wise in your own eyes; fear the LORD, 

and turn away from evil.  It will be healing to your 

flesh and refreshment to your bones. (Prov. 3:5-8) 
 

If you want the spiritual strength which will carry 

through the physical (and fiscal!) problems of this 

world, come and worship the Lord with all your 

heart!  Acknowledge His great love for you which 

He expressed through the perfect life, the suffering 

and death, and the resurrection of His Son, Jesus 

Christ!
